where Cub Scouts practice their skills.

Participation: Each Cub Scout is involved and has a say in the Pack
Forum. Sixers and Seconders help run the Pack though the Sixer
Council.

. Empowerment: Cub Scouts planning their own programme, with

the support of Scouters.

Helping others: Cub Scouts help others through small acts of
kindness and community projects.

. Structure: Using programme cycles (Plan-Do-Review) and the

Sixer Council to organise your activities.
