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WHAT I$ JAMOIGE?

JamOige is Scouting Ireland’s largest event for Beaver and
Cub Scouts. Over 2,500 Beavers and Cubs will descend
onsite for a weekend of fun, games and friendship. The event
has a festival-like atmosphere where Cub Packs and Beaver
Colonies will camp alongside other Groups from all over
Ireland in various Subcamps, take part in Programme and
generally have fun!

There have been 3 previous JamOQiges - 2009 in Dalgan Park,
2012 in Ardgillan Castle and 2016 in Pallaskenry.

WHEN I$ JAMOIGE?

JamOige will take place on the June Bank Holiday, 4™ to 7'
June in 2027 for Cub Scouts, and from 5" to 7" June 2027 for
Beaver Scouts.

WHERE I$ JAMOIGE!?

JamOige will take place in Salesians Agricultural College,
Pallaskenry, Co. Limerick. The site has hosted a JamOige
previously, as well as several Phoenix Challenges, so is well
tested.

AGE RANGES

Cub Scouts must be aged between 9-11 years old on the first
day of the event to be able to attend.

Beaver Scouts must be aged between 6-8 years old on the
first day of the event.

PRICING

The cost shall be 100 euro per Cub Scout and 80 euro per
Beaver Scout. This includes camp fees, all programme, and
merchandise for the event including neckerchief, badge, and
other surprises!

The cost per Accompanying Scouter for Cubs is 50 euro and
Beavers is 40 euro. This includes camp fees and
merchandise. One adult Scouter from each Cub Pack will be
expected to join the staff to help facilitate Programme for the
weekend.

The cost per Staff Member (Adult Scouters, Rover Scouts
and Venture Scouts) will be 85 euro. The Staff fee includes
meals for the the entire weekend, merchandise and staff
entertainment.

BOOKING IN

Bookings will open in October 2026 through my.scouts.ie.
Section Leaders, Group Secretaries and Group Leaders will
be able to submit bookings.
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$SYMBOLIC FRAMEWORK

The Symbolic Framework for the event is Jamaniji. Inspired by
the film series Jumanji, our Beaver and Cub Scouts will be
invited to join us in the jungle, where many threats, mysteries
and wonders await! This theme will be woven through
everything in the event, and we will expect everyone to have a
costume - you too, grown ups!

PROGRAMME

Saturday and Sunday will be Programme days for the Cub
Scouts, and the Sunday for Beaver Scouts. The 4 Zones on
Jam()ige will be Adventure Skills, Fun Zone, STEM Zone, and
Trials and Challenges. There will of course be evening
Programme too, as well as ceremonies and celebration, on
each of the nights.

SLIBCAMPS

There will be four Subcamps for the Cubs and two
Subcamps for the Beavers. Each Subcamp will have a
dedicated Subcamp team, on hand to help you throughout

the weekend.
FOOD

JamOige is a self-catering event and food is not included in
the participant fee. Participating sections will be expected to
self-sustaining for the entire weekend on their own sites.
Freezers to replace ice blocks when appropriate will be
available. A tuck shop will be available onsite also.
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TRANSPORT

We strongly encourage participating Groups to travel to site
using buses to reduce the number of cars onsite. There will
be bus parking available should Groups require it.

EQUIPMENT & FACILITIES

Cub Packs and Beaver Colonies will need to bring all their
own camping equipment. Participating Packs and Colonies
should be prepared for all weather with adequate shelter for
the number of participants they have with them.

Cub Scouts and Beaver Scouts will be camping in seperate
Subcamps on opposite sides of the site. Groups with multiple
participating sections will not be camping together. Therefore
it is critical that each section is prepared with enough
equipment.

Toilet facilities will be provided; however there will be no
wash facilities or showers available onsite for participants.
Washing facilities must be provided onsite by the attending
